Levels of Organization Pyramid
Target:   A student will be able to show how ecosystems consist of many levels of organization.  A student will define and give an example of the different levels of organization within a selected biome.
You will draw a pyramid to cover a 8 X 11 ½ paper in your notebook and select one biome.  The examples of organisms for your selected biome will come from this biome.  (Ex.  Desert could have snakes, coyotes, cacti, etc.)  Information on different biomes can be found on pages 70-83.
1. The top layer will be the organism.  Label and draw this level and draw one example of an organism in your ecosystem.  Explain why your drawing represents an organism next to this level.

2.  The next layer will be the population.  Label and draw this level and draw one example of a population in your ecosystem.    Explain why your drawing represents a population next to this level.

3. The next layer will be the community.  Label the level and draw a representation of the community.  Explain why your drawing represents a community next to this level.

4. The next layer will be the ecosystem.  Label the level and draw your ecosystem.  Explain why your drawing represents an ecosystem next to this level.

5. The bottom layer (or level) will be the biosphere of your ecosystem.  Label and draw the bottom level.  Explain why your drawing represents the biosphere next to this level.
Your pyramid will be graded on neatness, scientific correctness and completing all parts of the pyramid.
