Lab Write Up Format and Grading Checklist

Order:  You should have your write-up sections in the following order with the following headings:

I. Title

II. Question (or Problem Statement)

III. Hypothesis

IV. Materials and Setup

V. Procedure

VI. Data Table(s)

VII. Data Analysis

VIII. Conclusion

Does your lab write up have each of the following: 
2 points each.

1. Name, Date and Period (in top right hand corner of paper)
2. Title of Lab relevant to scientific topic under discussion

3. The problem or question is stated (in question form).

4. Hypothesis used has “If…/then…” statement and makes sense.

5. Procedures and materials are listed;  Drawing of set up

6. Data is in the form of a Data Table;  labeled correctly

7. Data Analysis is in the form of a Graph; labeled correctly;  shows understanding of what is being analyzed.

Conclusion:   (10 points – 2 points each)

· Are all questions answered?  

· Do the concluding statements show CLEAR understanding of the lab and its results?  

· Is there an explanation of why the hypothesis supported or not supported?

· Does the conclusion show a CLEAR understanding of the relationship between the lab and the scientific topic under discussion?

· Is experimental error recorded?
