The Body Systems: Illustrated Adventure

Introduction:

The research lab that you work for has discovered a way to shrink you so small that you can enter the human body and do some exploration and scientific data gathering.  You will write a story of your trip through the human body.   The story should have accompanying illustrations (like a children’s book). Your adventure must include visits to at least two or more of the following systems.   
1. Digestive 

2. Excretory

3. Respiratory

4. Circulatory

5. Nervous

6. Immune
Format
· A Children’s Book

· You may use drawings, computer graphics, photos of actual organs, pictures from magazines, journals or books to help in your description of your travel.  You are required to include at least one hand-made illustration. (more is better.)
· Type or WRITE NEATLY.   Let your imagination run wild!
· This project is worth 25 points with 10 points going for neatness and creativity.
Guidelines:

1. You must describe what is happening in each organ or place you visit accurately and creatively.

2. You must correctly and clearly use at least 15 physiology vocabulary words in your story and UNDERLINE them. (note: these can include organs, parts, processes etc.) 

Ex.  Small intestine OR ​​artery  OR peristalsis would all be good vocabulary words. 
3. You must explain (in a scientifically accurate way) how you move from one system to another.  

4. You must accurately describe the systems, their functions and their parts.  

Rubric
Vocabulary Usage = 15 points  (See details below)
Neatness and Creativity = 10 points (See details below)
Vocabulary Usage:  Each underlined vocabulary word that is used correctly and clearly is worth one point.  Note: your writing should clearly demonstrate your understanding of the vocabulary.  Therefore, it must be clear to me from what you write that you understand what a stomach is and what a stomach does if you are to earn the point for the word stomach.

Example:  …I had just entered the stomach.  I knew that I didn’t want to spend too much time there, because the stomach acid would slowly eat away at my ship’s hull.  Luckily my ship wasn’t made of protein.  Then I’d have really been in trouble because the stomach is an expert at breaking down proteins with its secret weapon, a dangerous enzyme called pepsin.  So, I turned on my afterburners and made my way to the bottom of the stomach.  Soon I would be in the small intestine…  

Neatness and Creativity:  You will be awarded a neatness and creativity grade on a scale from 1 to 10.  This will be based on the quality of your artwork and storyline.  Be creative and interesting, have plot twists, excitement and dangerous situations.  You can even have a villain.  Make it like a 5 star movie!!
10 = A+ work, 9 = A-/B+ work, 8 = B/C+ work, 7 = C/C- Work, 6 = “D” work, 5 and below = F work.
