Brine Shrimp Lab

For this lab, you will investigate the hatching of brine shrimp eggs or some other aspect of brine shrimp.  You must choose a specific factor to investigate.   You will complete a lab report including the following components:  Design, Data Collection and Processing, and Conclusion and Evaluation.  You will also be assessed on manipulative skills, and personal skills while in the lab.  Please see the Internal Assessment rubric to see how you will be evaluated on these lab criteria.  

Brine shrimp eggs, sea salt, and water will be provided.  Also, other common laboratory items will be available.  Other materials not normally available in the lab should be brought in by the student.  

Part A: Planning:


Plan an experiment to investigate the ecological factors affecting the hatching of brine shrimp eggs or some aspect of brine shrimp ecology.  You should include a hypothesis, variables, materials needed and procedure. (See the IB lab report format and the syllabus rubric as guidelines).  It will be your responsibility to bring anything that is necessary for your experiment that is not a normal lab supply that we have at the school.  

Part B: 

Carry out your experiment and collect and analyze your data.  A full lab report will also be due after all data has been collected.  (See the IB lab report format and the syllabus rubric as guidelines).
